Eligibility: The school is open to all children in the
community regardless of race, religion or nationality.
Children ages 2 2 to 5 may enroll. We will only be
accepting two 2.5-3 year olds per classroom to begin on
the first day of school. Remaining 2.5-3 year olds will have
a staggered start date. If your child is signed up to begin
spring semester, they must start by February 1, 2011.

Please Note: All academic programs begin at 8:00 a.m.
However, the period between 7:30 and 8:00 a.m. is
considered an arrival transition and is therefore included
in tuition. Similarly at the end of each program there is a
ten-minute departure transition built into the tuition. If
children are picked up after the ten-minute departure
fime a $1/minute charge will be added to their
statement. Before and After School Care is available.




Tuition

Tuition information for the current school year is found in our latest brochure. A copy of the
Financial Agreement all parents who enroll their children are asked to sign before their
child’s first day.

New Students

Applications for enrollment are accepted year round. New student applications will be
processed to fill all remaining class positions. If your desired program is not available you will
be contacted and place on a waiting list.

Step 1- Set Up an Observation Time

Contact the school to set up an observation. The Half Day program runs from 8:00 to 11:00.
The Full Day program runs from 8:00-3:00. You may also meet with the teacher after program
hours. Please call in advance.

Step 2- Complete an Enroliment Application

Complete an enrollment application and return the application to school along with your
$50 enrollment fee. Please make checks payable to Heart Land Preschool.

Step 3- Informational Interview

We will review your information and contact you for your in-person meeting. This time we will
get to know you and your child better, gather additional information, and verify that our
environment will meet your child’s needs. You will receive a parent information packet to
review, registration agreement, and admission forms to complete.

Returning Students

Students that have previously enrolled in HearteLand Preschool and 4K may fill out an
enrollment form and turn in their $50 enroliment fee. This fee is a non-refundable. Returning
students do not have to fill out an application, however we ask that siblings of returning
students that will be new to our program follow the above procedure and fill out an
enrollment application. Spaces will be held first come, first serve only if (1) the enrollment
form is retfurned with a $50 enroliment fee (2) parties are up-to-date on their tuition.

Before and After School Care

Before and After School Care is available for children between the ages of 3 and 12. Before
School Care begins at 6:30 a.m. and ends at 7:30 a.m. when children are delivered to their
classrooms. Before School Care includes a light snack. After School Care is from 3:00 to 6:00
and includes a snack. Please fill out a Before and After School registration form if you need
before or after school care.




General Information

At HeartvLand Preschool and 4K we use the Montessori Curriculum. This teaching
method aims to educate the whole child. The child uses his senses to learn. The materials in
the classroom are manipulative in such a way that the child physically uses his body to use
the materials in such a way that even the youngest child can understand.

Our goal is to show God'’s love to the child and help them come to know Him. Each
morning starts with devotion and Christian songs are sung in music class. Children attend St.
Paul's church once a month with the rest of the school. Parents are invited to join their
children at this tfime.

The teachers work one-on-one with the young child to ensure that they understand
what is being taught. This special feaching method also forms a bond of frust and
understanding between teacher and pupil. Each class is composed of various ages, within
the same plane of development. Older children often mentor younger children in materials
that they have already mastered. Children work at their own pace; materials are presented
to challenge, but not to overwhelm the child.

Communication between the teacher and parents is a priority at HearteLand
Preschool and 4K. Progress is reported to parents through verbal and written communication
at conferences. Parents are encouraged to call any fime throughout the year if they have
questions about their child’s progress.

Enroliment

Heart Land Preschool serves children ages 2.5 to 5 years of age. Those children eligible
for admission will have turned 3 (or 2.5 for half day enrollment) by September 1 of the year
of enrollment. All students must be able to use the restroom independently. Children will be
placed in their class based on age. A Montessori Classroom has 1/3 incoming 3 year olds, 1/3
returning 3 or 4 year olds and 1/3 4K students.
